The Rehabilitation Centre for Children supports children with special needs in Manitoba 
and surrounding areas, in reaching their goals and participating in their communities.

The Centre offers a variety of services to children, including specialized 
communication resources, occupational and physical therapy, prosthetics and orthotics, 
and a variety of clinics which assist with conditions such as muscular dystrophy and 
spina bifida. 
 
 
Authority:  
The Rehabilitation Centre for Children By-Laws 
 
Membership:  
Under the Rehabilitation Centre for Children Hospital Board By-Laws, the Board shall 
be comprised of up to twelve and not less than three Directors appointed by the Minister 
of Health, Seniors and Active Living for the Province of Manitoba. As per the By-laws 
the appointments shall be made from nominees presented by the Board, the Minister, 
the Manitoba Health Hospitals Branch and other sources acceptable to the Minister of 
Health, Seniors and Active Living.  
 
Length of Terms:  
Each Director is appointed for a term of office of three years and may be re-appointed 
for an additional three-year term.
